Understanding Mobile Home
Property Taxes

Property taxes can be tricky, but here’s a quick breakdown! In Hames
communities, taxes are paid twice a year—in March and September—and are
based on your home’s size and age. Most single-section homes pay under
$200 per year, while newer or larger homes stay under $500. These taxes
apply to your home only, not the land—community ownership covers land
taxes through lot rent. Garages and sheds are assessed separately by the
county as “buildings on leased land.”
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
